As you may know, my family has been touched by a heart disease called Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy (HCM). Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy is an inherited heart disease that causes thickening of the heart muscle of the left ventricle which is the main pumping chamber of the heart. HCM occurs in men and women of all ages. Although not well known, HCM is surprisingly common, affecting 1 out of 500 people. HCM can severely impact a patient's quality of life, and in extreme cases, HCM causes sudden death. You may have occasionally read about a young athlete's sudden cardiac arrest. These tragic deaths are usually the result of HCM. Significant progress has been made towards understanding and treating this disease, however, there is more work to do. The HCM Research Foundation supporting SLRHC was established to fund research to: (i) reduce, prevent and eventually eliminate the risk of sudden death, (ii) understand how HCM causes patient symptoms, (iii) find treatments to relieve symptoms to improve patients' quality of life, and (iv) help identify those who have HCM and those who are likely to develop it. The ultimate goal is to find a cure or prevent this disease so that no one has to suffer from HCM.
